The strategic vision of socio-economic development of the Kolchugino municipal county is
to create sustainable economic sectors aimed at meeting the basic needs of the population
in goods and services, efficient use of resources for production of competitive products,
active involvement of the population in the development of social and housing spheres.

The county has a high industrial potential, including due to the availability of raw
materials and reserves for the development of existing and opening of new manufacturing,
food and processing industries.

The manufacturing industry is among the most important strategic industries that
determine the possibility of independent existence of the territory.

Availability of high mineral and raw material potential, significant land and forest
resources, free investment sites, developed industrial and social infrastructure — all this
gives opportunities for realization of new investment projects and determines high
investment potential of the county.

Kolchugino municipal county Administration offers free investment sites for investors: 2
industrial sites and 18 land plots. Passports of investment sites are available on the official
website of the Kolchugino District Administration:
http://kolchadm.ru/index.php/investitsii/investitsionnye-ploshchadki.

“BRIF” LLC is a Russian-Serbian joint venture that |
began renovation and adaptation works at its
acquired production site covering 5 hectares in g
Kolychugino during summer 2024. These efforts
aim to establish facilities suitable for manufacturing ‘
panels used in cleanrooms, specifically designed for |5
laboratories involved in electronics, optics, vaccines,
and pharmaceuticals, where high air purity
standards must be met within working areas.

In 2025, plans involve purchasing equipment and

initiating production of wall and ceiling panels,
enabling import substitution of systems by no less than 50%. By 2026-2027, it aims to
achieve full 100% import substitution while expanding product offerings.
This enterprise will create approximately 100 jobs under single-shift operation or up to 250
positions if operating three shifts daily. Total
investment in setting up this facility amounts to
nearly one billion rubles over 2023-2024.

Production processes will utilize automated CNC
machine lines and conveyor systems, making “BRIF”
LLC factory among Russia's most productive
manufacturers of such panel types. Current
competitors typically rely on manual assembly
methods and localized automation techniques.

Key customers for “BRIF” LLC products include
state corporations like Rostec, Rosatom, Roskosmos,
major  pharmaceutical complexes, companies
engaged in developing advanced instruments, biological agents, and chemical compounds.

plementlng an investment project to create a
metallurgical complex in the Kolchugino district starting
from 2019, including: production of aluminum profiles and
seamless one-piece pipes from ferrous and stainless steel.
The course of the enterprise is deep modernization, [
strengthening of the gained positions, production of [
reliable, competitive products, development of new sales N
markets, and thus positioning itself as a successful, reliable partner.

The total amount of investments is estimated at 3.0 billion rubles. To date, about 80 jobs
have been created at the enterprise. With the growth of production volumes the number of
jobs is planned to increase up to 500 people.

"“TIARDO"” LLC was founded in 2018 to implement the
investment project “Production of medical beds”. The
company is located on production and warehouse
premises (5,000m2) in Kolchugino, Vladimir region (100
km from Moscow). The volume of investments will
amount to 103.8 million rubles.

The investment project was put into production by
order of the largest player in the medical market, NPC

Armed LLC. The production capacity allows to produce 1,800 mechanlcal and 700 eIectncaIIy
driven beds monthly. High productivity and quality are ensured by robotic complexes and
modern production lines for processing and painting of metal products. In total, more than
35,000 multifunctional medical mechanical beds have been produced.

For a short time the company has earned a positive reputation, whose goods are
characterized by quality, durability, unusual design, and, importantly, a low price.

“Kolchugino Pipe Plant "Metallinvest” LLC (KTZM)
implemented an investment project for the construction
of a plant for the production of electric-welded profile
pipes in the town of Kolchugino in 2019-2022. The total
investment amounted to over 850.0 million rubles. :
Number of workplaces is more than 200 people. The |
occupied area is 16,000 m2. The plant began operations
in December 2021. KTZM is the third pipe plant partner E — '
of “Tagil Steel” Industrial and Metallurgical Holding and the flrst in the Central Federal
District. The warehouse area of the plant allows to place on its territory significant volumes
of stocks of tubular products, which allows to be closer to consumers of the CFD. Production
volume is 10,000 tons/month of small and medium diameter pipes and 40x40/200x200
profile pipes.

“Kolchugino Plant of Special Alloys” LLC (KZSS) is
implementing an investment project “Modernization of
production (production of non-ferrous metal rolled
products (copper, brass, and bronze) and increase of
existing production from 2,000 tons to 6,000 tons per
year” on the territory of Kolchugino. Planned production
volume will amount to more than 780 million rubles for
2024-2027. Planned increase in jobs by 2027 up to 500
employees.

To date, production of pipes and profile products made of copper, bronze and brass has
been mastered at the facilities of the former “Ordzhonikidze” plant.

The plant has a foundry, 5 unique horizontal hydraulic presses with the force from 1,500
to 3,150 tons, cold rolling mills, drawing mills, annealing area. The equipment of KZSS allows
to produce products from charge to finished product, which is in demand today by KZSS

INVESTMENTS

e most important condition for the positive development of the economy and social
sphere is active investment activity. In addition to the economic benefits from the investment
activities of large enterprises (tax revenues, job creation, improvement of living standards of
the population, use of new technologies in production, etc.)

The volume of investments in fixed capital for 2024 organizations used 1721.2 million rubles
for the development of the economy and social sphere, which amounted to 184,6% of 2023
(in comparable assessment).

A significant share of investments falls on: manufacturing industries (72.6%); education
(7.6%); water supply; activities in the field of agriculture, forestry, hunting, fishing, fish
farming (5.6%); wholesale and retail trade (3.0%); activities in the field of culture, sports,
leisure and entertainment (2.2%); water disposal, organization of waste collection and
utilization, pollution elimination activities (1.3%).

Investment activity increased in the following types of economic activities: production of
electrical equipment; manufacture of machinery and equipment not classified elsewhere;
manufacture of fabricated metal products except machinery and equipment; transportation
and storage; education; trade.

The largest share of investments in fixed assets was directed to the purchase of
machinery, equipment, vehicles, production and household inventory — 69,0% and to
investments in buildings (except for residential) and constructions — 28.9%.

According to the sources of financing, investments in fixed assets were distributed as
follows: at the expense of own funds — 82.2%, attracted funds — 17.8%, in which budget
funds occupy the largest share of 97.4%.

There is Kolchugino solid domestic waste landfill (hereinafter — MSW landfill) on the
territory of the county, which meets all environmental and sanitary standards. The landfill is
assigned Municipal Unitary Enterprise “TBO-Service".

PERSONNEL CAPACITY

The number of permanent population of the Kolchugino municipal county as of
01.01.2025 according to the data of the territorial authority of the Federal State Statistics
Service for the Vladimir region amounted to more than 50,000 people, of whom over 37
thousand reside in Kolchugino, constituting 74.0% of the total countu population. The rural
population stands at 13,000 people or 26%.

Over 13.0% of the economically active population in the economy of the Kolchugino
municipal county entity is concentrated in industry, non-productive industries account for
22.9%, of which: education — 6.7% and health care — 4.7%, agriculture employs only
1.6%.

On the territory of the county there is the State Budget Educational Institution of

A non-electrified single-track section of the Northern
Railroad Belkogo <— Ivanovo with access to the
Moscow Railroad via Alexandrov and Orekhovo-Zuevo
(36.5 km) passes through the territory of the county,
within which there are 3 stations and 2 stopping points.
Distance to Moscow by railway is 171 km.

The basis of transportation road links of regional
(intermunicipal) importance are the following roads:

The total length of local public roads is 405.168 kilometers, including 131.89 kilometers
within the territory of Kolchugino city.

Specialized municipal enterprises are responsible for maintenance and servicing of
housing stock at each settlement of the county. Cold water supply to the entire county is
provided by Kolchugino Municipal Unitary Enterprise “Communalnik”.

Located 5 kilometers away from Kolchugino is the former local aviation airport in Razdolie
village. It is privately owned and features an asphalt runway measuring 600 meters long,
end zones each extending 200 meters, a grass strip stretching 800 meters, and a parking
apron sized 100 x 100 meters.

Heat and hot water supply to the district is provided by the Kolchugino branch of
“Vladimirteplogaz” LLC.

There are 750, 220, 110 and 35 kV main power lines with a total length of 195.78 km
running through the territory of the county.

Kolchugino consumers are supplied with electricity from the Vladimir power system of

Forest Resources.

According to natural conditions the
district belongs to the forest zone, the
subzone of mixed coniferous-broadleaf
forests. The constituent species of forest
areas of the district are aspen, birch,
oak, alder. The forest fund of the district
is 61.329 thousand hectares. The
distribution of logging volumes within
the estimated annual allowable cut is
about 141.74 thousand m3. Forests of the district with a predominance of low-grade
hardwood are suitable for production of chipboard, MDF, OSB slabs and other products of
deep wood processing.

There are mineral resources in the district: brick clays, building sands, expanded clay.
Brick clay deposits allow to develop the production of construction materials.

Water resources.

On the territory of the district the
following rivers originate: Vorsha,
Lipnya, Vol'ga, Sheredar. The main
waterway of the district is the river
Peksha. Width of the Peksha river is up
to 5 m, depth is 0.1-1.5 m. South of the
town of Kolchugino its width reaches 15-
20 m, depth is 2-3 m.

The assortment of the company's products is represented
by 585 and 375 gold and 925 and 800 silver products. The
main part consists of full and hollow chains of classical
weaves (Bismarck, Nonna, Love, Belzer, Korda and others).

During the First World War the factories worked entirely to satisfy military needs, doubling
the volume of production. In 1918 the plants were nationalized.

The alloy “kolchugaluminium” developed on the Ordzhonikidze plant was named after the
town of Kolchugino and was used for construction of the
first Soviet fullmetal aircraft ANT-2.

In addition to Ordzhonikidze plant Kolchugino is home to
an equally important enterprise, known all over the country,
which has its remarkable worker traditions - the
“Elektrokabel” factory. Until 1939 it was a workshop of the
metallurgical plant. And in April 1939 a decree was issued
i by the People's Commissar for Non-ferrous Metallurgy and

® People's Commissar for Power Plants and Electric Industry
that declared to separate a number of workshops and
organizations from the Ordzhonikidze plant and establish on
their basis the Kolchugino Cable Plant “Elektrokabel”. Along
with output of wires and electrical cables, the plant has
organized a unique production of metal grids. These grids
were required by the defense industry, and the “metal-
weavers” successfully coped with these tasks. In the post-
war 1950-1960s active development of vacant areas of the
Vasilievsky settlement started. At this time the town
integrated the village of Tonkovo. Since the 1990s
construction of brick multistoried buildings began on the territory of the former airfield.

In 1977 the construction of the dam on the Peksha river was completed and the
Kolchugino water basin was opened. :

HISTORICAL REFERENCE

The town of Kolchugino is a young town of the Vladimir region. In 2022 it turned 91 years
old.

The town of Kolchugino was founded in 1871 from a village by the copper and wire
factory of Moscow merchant Alexander Kolchugin near the village of Vasilyevskoe on the
Belenkaya river that runs into the Peksha river. Alexander Kolchugin was a member of the
factory's board, but in 1887 he withdrew from the Partnership selling his share. In 1887-
1907 the manager of the “Kolchugin Partnership of Brass and Copper Rolling Plant” was
Vladimir Ivanovich Schtuzer. During his
tenure  the  production  became
electrically operated and was equipped
with the latest machinery. Moreover,
advanced technologies were developed
and introduced, new types of non-
ferrous alloys and products were
adopted. Particular attention was paid
to selection of technically literate
personnel, training of workers. The
factory was rapidly developing and the
workers settlement was increasing
accordingly. Both the factory and the settlement were electrified, and also various public and
social institutions were established: a canteen, bathhouse, hotel, people's house, factory
hospital, etc. In 1900-1905 the first wooden houses on the territory of the factory near the
Belenkaya river were demolished and a large 4-storey building of the pressing factory was
built on the plot (production of samovars). In total the factory produced more than twenty
different shapes, sizes and designs of samovars. In addition, certain samovar elements were

dduced. — pallets, taps handles, pins for washbasins. These parts were molded in a

ressing hall. In 1918 the monthly output of samovars was 3,000 units.




THE AREA OF THE MUNICIPAL DISTRICT

he area of Kolchugino district is 170.002 thousand hectares, including: agricultural land
38.562 thousand hectares, lands of settlements 9.14 thousand hectares, industrial, energy,
transport and communication lands 0.867 thousand hectares, forest lands 61.381 thousand
hectares, areas of special protection 7.262 thousand hectares. The district is on the 13th
place in the region by the territory. The region is 38.2 km from north to south, and 37.8 km
from east to west.

COMPETITIVE ADVANTAGES

Due to its advantageous geographical location, just 65 kilometers from the regional center
and 120 kilometers from Moscow, the district is an attractive territory for the placement and
implementation of investment projects in various sectors of the economy.

The county has a significant resource potential determined by the following factors:

1. Diversity of natural conditions of the district;

2. Favourable climatic conditions;

3. Wealth and diversity of flora and fauna.

High mineral and raw materials potential, significant land and forest resources, vacant
investment sites, developed industrial and social infrastructures — all this gives opportunities
for implementation of new investment projects and determines high investment potential of
the district.

In addition, moderate climatic and outstanding environmental conditions together with
huge human resource potential are components of successful business development of any
kind: agricultural, industrial, recreation and sports.

Thus, the district is an attractive territory for investors seeking to implement their projects
in various sectors of the economy.

GEOGRAPHICAL POSITION

Kolchugino district with its center in the town of Kolchugino is located in the northwester
part of Vladimir region and is a part of the North-Western intra-regional economic area. The
town of Kolchugino originated from a factory village that was laid by merchant Alexander
Grigoryevich Kolchugin in 1871, together with a copper smeltery near the village of
Vasilyevskoe on the Belenkaya river that runs into the Peksha river. The town is named after
this person.

In the far 1930s engineers in Kolchugino created the so-called “winged” metal, called
“kolchugaluminium”, which was used in construction of the first Soviet fullmetal aircraft ANT-
2.

Officially the Kolchugino district was formed on April 10, 1929 as part of the Alexandrov
district of Ivanovo Industrial region from part of the territories of Alexandrovsky parish of
Vladimir province and Yuryev-Polsky parish of Ivanovo-Voznesensk province.

On April 8, 1941 the town of Kolchugino was classified as a city of regional subordination
and withdrawn from the district, remaining its center.

Since August 14, 1944 the Kolchugino district has remained in the Vladimir region.

On March 6, 2000 in accordance with the Decree of Vladimir region No.11-OZ the town of
Kolchugino and the Kolchugino district were integrated into one municipality “Kolchugino
District”.

COMPOSITION OF MUNICIPALITY

On May 16, 2005, in accordance with the Decree of Vladimir Region No.64-0Z, the
municipality “Kolchugino District” was granted the status of a municipal district (Kolchugino
Municipal District) consisting of 1 urban and 5 rural settlements — Bavlenskoye, Esiplevskoye,
Ilinskoe, Razdolievskoe, Florishchinskoye. The town of Kolchugino entered the district as a
ity settlement. Therefore, the district has 142 rural settlements and 1 urban settlement in

accordance with Law No. 36-OZ of the Vladimir Region, the
